The History of the School 
 

 
 

The school is a Church of England Voluntary Aided Primary School, founded in 1719 at the wish of 
Robert Pleydell Esq. of Ampney Park, Lord of the Manor of Ampney Crucis.  Following his death at the 
age of thirty-three years, a charity was established and endowed with the rents of named properties in 
perpetuity.  The trust deed of 1722 was superseded in 1863 by a scheme of the Charity Commissioners 
and, in 1977, the current scheme came into force, to be managed by seven trustees from the parish.  
The income from the charity is devoted to maintenance of the school and provision of special and 
educational benefits.  It also helps individuals residing in the Parish of Ampney Crucis requiring grants 
for further education. 
 
As a “C of E (Voluntary Aided) School”, Ampney Crucis is a Church of England School, which is aided in 
certain ways by central government and the local education authority. The school follows the National 
Curriculum but arrangements for religious education and worship are made by the Governors and reflect 
the Church of England foundation in accordance with the Trust Deed. 
 
Today Ampney Crucis School continues to develop.  Many alterations have taken place within the 
building itself. The most recent of these is the refurbishment of classrooms, toilets and the re-siting and 
extension of the library to provide an environment where pupils can read in comfort, research topics 
using the Internet and information books or practise their ICT skills.   
 
Great importance has also been attached to creating a stimulating environment outside the classroom, 
which is such a crucial platform for both academic and social development.  We think we are justifiably 
proud of our fantastic wildlife area, gardens and play areas. 
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Admissions 
Parents moving into the district, or who are considering sending their children to the school, are invited 
to contact the Head Teacher to arrange a visit. 
 
In the case of over subscription, the school has established the criteria for admission in the following 
order of priority: 
 

!  Children in care – Looked after children 

!  Children who have an older brother or sister attending Ampney Crucis School at the time of 
admission. 

!  Children of families living in the parishes of Ampney Crucis, Ampney St Peter, Ampney St. Mary, 
Harnhill, Driffield, Barnsley and Poulton, nearest to the school measured by the shortest 
pedestrian route available. 

 
The school year runs from September to August and children starting school for the first time are 
admitted at the beginning of the school year in which they reach their fifth birthday. 
 
Organisation 
This co-educational village school currently has 72 pupils and is organised into three classes: Maple 
Class is for Reception, Year 1 and Year 2; Willow Class is for Year 3 and Year 4; Oak Class is for Year 5 
and Year 6. 
 
Year groups are generally kept together unless there is a serious imbalance in the size of classes.  All 
classes contain children of mixed ability, and thus a variety of teaching methods are used, depending on 
the subject matter, the interest of the class and the facilities or resources available to them. 
 
The delivery of each subject has been carefully planned within a rich and creative curriculum, so that the 
children cover all programmes of study at some time during their time with us.  This is facilitated by the 
use of Teaching Assistants in each class.  This has resulted in the creation of rolling programmes of two 
and three year duration. 
 

Security 
The Governors and Staff want the School to be as safe as possible and accordingly the front door has a 
security-coded lock, which is used after 9.00am. The side-gate is also locked after this time, but is 
opened at 3.00pm to allow parents to collect their children from the safety of the rear of the building. 
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The School Day 
 
The school bell is rung at 8.45am. 
 
Registration takes place from 8.45-8.50am  
 
 

Registration 
A roll-call and dinner numbers are taken at Registration. 
 
If your child is absent, please let the school know by one of the following methods: 

• a telephone call, as soon as possible (preferably before 8.45am), on the first day of absence. 

• a verbal or written message to your child’s teacher. 
 
A written note should accompany your child on returning to school. 
 
As we have a legal requirement to account for all absences, failure to inform us will result in an 
unauthorised absence (that is absence other than for health reasons) being recorded against your child.

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Collective Worship 
 

 
 
 

As a Church of England Aided School, it is our policy that all pupils take part in Christian worship and 
other activities within the tradition of the Church of England. Parents considering withdrawing children 
from school worship are asked to discuss the matter with the Head prior to reaching a final decision. 
 
There is a daily act of worship led by the Head teacher or another member of staff.  Worship is either 
whole school or class based and individual pupils often participate. From time to time groups or classes 
are given opportunities to organise worship and once a week pupils are encouraged to share 
experiences and achievements. Our vicar leads worship in school regularly. 
 
Parents and governors are invited to special assemblies and services.  Worship plays an important role in 
fostering the school ethos and atmosphere. 
 

Pastoral Care 
The staff as a whole are concerned not only for the educational progress, but also for the personal and 
social development of your child.  We try to combine high expectations with a sympathetic approach.  
Sometimes, however, problems do occur, and we involve parents at an early stage rather than leave it 
until later, and we hope you, as parents, will do the same with us.  A sudden death or some upset at 
home can cause your child to behave differently at school; just as worry over schoolwork or a fall out 
with a friend can cause you problems at home. 
 
We have visitors to the school to talk on topics such as road safety, fire awareness and health 
education. 
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Discipline 
We expect children to conform to high standards of behaviour.  They are encouraged to conduct 
themselves with consideration and respect for other people and their property.  Any necessary rules are 
made to ensure the safety of children and staff, and are explained carefully to everyone at appropriate 
times. 
 
Behaviour Policy 
At Ampney Crucis we believe it is important to create a happy school. 
 
We aim to: 

• identify the positive feelings, which result from co-operation and caring for each other; 

• agree codes of conduct for the school, which will incorporate ideas put forward by the children; 

• help all children understand that these codes of conduct are for the benefit of everybody; 

• ensure that health and safety measures are adhered to, e.g. walking inside the building, to help in 
the prevention of accidents; 

• highlight the importance of considering the feelings of others and to instil into children a mutual 
respect for others; 

• encourage polite, non-aggressive behaviour throughout the school at all times; 

• teach the importance of respecting property; their own, that of others and that belonging to the 
school; 

• prevent bullying or catch it in its early stages; 

• ensure that visitors are welcomed and treated with courtesy; 

• instruct children in the way to conduct themselves when involved in an educational visit. This would 
include walking in a safe manner, crossing busy roads, being courteous to people they meet and 
listening sensibly when receiving information in places of interest. 

 
In cases of continuing or severe problems we would ask for close communication and support from 
parents. If you are concerned a parent should first speak with the class teacher and then, if necessary, 
to the Head Teacher. 
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Lunch­time Break 
At the present moment all children remain on the school premises at dinner time, having either a school 
lunch or sandwiches brought from home.  There are three supervisory assistants who have overall 
responsibility for the welfare of the children, who are provided with a range of activities to occupy their 
attention. The playground offers ample opportunities for children to play and socialise during this break. 
Besides plenty of space for running around there is also an adventure playground as well as wooden 
cabins and a quiet area where children can talk and relax. 
 

School Meals 
School meals are cooked on-site by our school cook, who is employed by Edwards & Ward.   
 
The price of a meal is £2.00. Parents are able to make payments for meals on a secure internet site or 
by cheque payable to Ampney Crucis C of E Primary School. Cash is also accepted and all meals should 
be paid for in advance. 
 
Forms to apply for free school meals are available from the School Secretary.  All enquiries are treated in 
strict confidence. 
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Curriculum 

The Foundation Stage 
The Foundation Stage begins when children reach the age of three. The last year of this stage is often 
described as the reception year. 
 
The curriculum for the Foundation Stage should underpin all future learning by supporting, fostering, 
promoting and developing children’s: 

• personal, social and emotional well-being; 

• positive attitudes and dispositions towards their learning; 

• social skills; 

• attention skills and persistence; 

• communication, language and literacy; 

• mathematics; 

• knowledge and understanding of the world; 

• physical development; 

• creative development. 

 
The National Curriculum 
The school conforms to the requirements of the National Curriculum.  This curriculum provides for study 
and practice in the following areas (in alphabetical order): aesthetic awareness and creativity, 
environmental education, health education, information and communication technology, interpersonal 
skills, learning skills, literacy, numeracy, physical skills, problem solving, role play, science and 
technology, self-sufficiency, understanding society and values. 
 
To this end, the three core subjects, English, Mathematics and Science, and the non-core foundation 
subjects, Design Technology, History, Geography, ICT (Information & Communication Technology), 
Music, French, Art and Physical Education make up the National Curriculum as it applies to children aged 
5 to 11 years. Additionally we place considerable emphasis on PSHCE (Personal, Social, Health & 
Citizenship Education), which has a regular slot in the timetable. 
 
Attainment Targets establish what a child should know, understand and be able to do at various levels of 
attainment, and each child’s work is continuously assessed and monitored in class by the class teacher. 
 
Throughout Reception Year, children will be monitored through the Foundation Stage Profile, which is an 
on-going assessment of their progress in all areas of learning. 
 
Statutory tests take place: 

• at the end of Key Stage 1 - for children aged 7 years (Year 2) 

• at the end of Key Stage 2 - for children aged 11 years (Year 6) 
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The National Curriculum Council anticipates that by the age of 7, an average child will have reached 
level 2, and that by the age of 11, an average child will have reached level 4.  Levels of attainment may 
well vary from subject to subject and from child to child, and the tests are designed to measure their 
actual level of attainment, not merely to ensure that the child has reached the minimum level required. 
 
Copies of Department of Education and Skills documents relating to the National Curriculum are 
available in the school for inspection. Policy Statements and Schemes of Work are also used in the 
school and these are constantly revised and updated. 
 
The Governors have highlighted the following areas as necessary requirements to fulfil our mission 
statement as outlined on the title page. 
 
• To establish a happy, positive, caring environment for learning and social development. 

• To help pupils to use language and number effectively. 

• To foster a general concern for people and their needs. 

• To develop in pupils a sense of self-respect and self worth. 

• To help pupils acquire knowledge and skills relevant to adult life. 

• To encourage respect for religious beliefs and moral and spiritual values. 

• To help pupils to develop an awareness of the heritage around them and to understand the world in 

which they live. 

 
English 
Language is the principal means by which we think, define what we experience and feel and interpret 
the world in which we live.  Our approach to language in the primary curriculum reflects 
acknowledgement of this. 
 
We want to extend the acquisition of language children bring from home, by providing experience in a 
range of varieties of English, and we need to develop their understanding of, and knowledge about, the 
different ways in which meanings are conveyed through language. 
 
We aim to encourage in a meaningful context: 
 

• competence in reading and a natural desire to explore various kinds of reading materials; 
• personal and imaginative writing; 
• confidence in spelling and the use of vocabulary; 
• lively discussion and attentive listening; 
• the development of good grammar and comprehension skills; 
• high standards of handwriting and presentation. 

 
These key elements are applied across the curriculum. 
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Maths 
Mathematics is a body of knowledge, which provides a way of viewing and making sense of the world. It 
is used to analyse and communicate information and ideas and to tackle a range of practical tasks and 
real life problems. It equips pupils with a uniquely powerful set of tools to understand, modify, change 
or extend current ideas. These tools include logical reasoning, problem solving skills and the ability to 
think in abstract ways. 
 
When children enter school, they will enjoy a wide range of mathematical experiences, involving much 
practical activity and cross-curricular discussion, before being confronted by number symbols or pencil 
and paper. 
 
All Maths lessons are planned according to the Numeracy Strategy Framework. This involves a 
considerable emphasis on mental and oral work. 
 
Investigative and problem solving work is integrated into every topic for children of all abilities, 
challenging them to think for themselves, develop strategies and apply their knowledge to a wide range 
of situations.  
 

Science 
From the beginning stages of scientific exploration, pupils will undertake activities, which promote first 
hand experiences. 
 
Individual pieces of work will display a gradual and steady development of skills and understanding.  
Evaluation of the success of science teaching will take into account skills such as identifying problems, 
observing, classifying, looking for patterns, measuring, evaluating information, communicating, 
predicting, hypothesising, devising investigations, experimenting and applying learning. 
 

Geography 
This subject is concerned with the study of places, the human and physical processes, which shape 
them, and the people who live in them.  An understanding of geography helps children to make sense of 
their surroundings and the wider world, and to become more aware of man’s impact on his environment. 
 
History 
Through history, children develop a sense of identity by learning about the development of the 
community, Britain, Europe and the world. Pupils are given the opportunity to develop their skills of 
enquiry, research and information technology. They are encouraged to make judgements based on 
evidence and to give reasons for these judgements. 
 

Music 
From their experience of the arts in general and music in particular, children develop the capacity to 
discover, create, learn, think and feel.  Our school aims to provide a wide range of musical experience.  
Lessons are available for string & brass instruments from professional music teachers. 
 

Physical Education 
Participation should be a positive experience for children and teachers, laying a 
foundation for purposeful use of leisure time, and giving scope for the growth of personal 
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qualities such as confidence, courage, creativity, initiative and the development of attitudes and skills. 
 
Swimming 
At Ampney Crucis School all Y2 – Y6 children have the opportunity to learn how to swim or develop their 
swimming skills.  Lessons take place at the Cotswold Sports Centre in Cirencester.   
 
Design Technology 
This subject offers a challenge and a wide variety of practical experiences from designing, making and 
evaluating.  Our recently refurbished kitchen offers the children the opportunity to learn about different 
types of food and take part in practical cookery lessons. 
 

Information and Communication Technology 
Each classroom has its own computer with multimedia facilities. Pupils are also able to use computers in 
the new library. These have access to the Internet. A digital camera and scanner are also available for 
pupils to use and they are encouraged to do so. Recent improvements to ICT facilities have included the 
networking of computers. 
 

Religious Education 
As a Church of England school, we believe that 
religious education has a vital part to play in 
developing the Christian tradition and heritage 
whilst ensuring that the diversity of beliefs and 
experiences of other faiths is acknowledged and 
valued. 
 
Religious Education aims to enable pupils to 
understand the nature of religious beliefs and 
practices, and the importance and influence of 
these in the lives of believers, so that their own 
personal spiritual development will be promoted. 
 

Library 
The library provides a comfortable setting where children can work independently or in small groups 
reading or gathering information from books, CD ROMs and the Internet.  
 

Personal, Social, Health & Citizenship Education – (PSHCE) 
At Ampney Crucis we believe that PSHCE plays an important role in promoting spiritual, moral, cultural, 
multicultural and physical development, preparing pupils for adult life.  

Extra­Curricular Activities 
During the year all classes go on day visits to enhance project work being undertaken at school.  We 
organise a residential trip each year for children in Oak Class.  Pupils compete in the District and Area 
Sports, the local Swimming Gala, the Country Dance Festival and the Area Nature Quiz.  Football, 
Netball, Cricket and Tag Rugby matches are arranged against other schools. From time to time special 
inter school events covering a range of curriculum areas are organised.  Class 
productions takes place once a year, and various plays and services are arranged to 
celebrate other festivals. 
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Visitors 
Many visitors come to the school during the year to enrich specific areas of the curriculum such as 
PSHCE, music, drama, history and geography. 
 

After School Clubs 
A variety of activities run at various times throughout the year for all our pupils. Where possible these 
include netball, tag rugby, football, cricket, tennis, chess and French clubs.  
 

Homework 
This is set in line with our Homework Policy.  All homework issued will be relevant to work set in school 
and tailored to the ability of individual pupils. 
 

Special Educational Needs – (SEN) 
Ampney Crucis School follows the guidance and advice within the DfES 2001 Special Educational Needs 
Cod of Practice. 
 
Class teachers are responsible for providing an inclusive curriculum appropriate for each child in their 
class.  Lessons are well-planned and a variety of strategies used to ensure all pupils are fully engaged.  
Underachieving pupils may be withdrawn for further focus work 
 

We recognise the important role parents and carers play in the 
education of their children and parents are consulted before any 
withdrawn support is offered.  The progress of pupils with SEN is 
reviewed with parents 3 times a year.  These meetings are 
additional to parents evenings. 
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School­Parent Liaison 
Parents are always welcome in the School and informal opportunities exist for discussion with the Head 
or specific members of staff regarding current projects and the children’s progress.  Any questions or 
anxieties should be quickly brought to our attention, as early action may avoid situations developing 
negatively.  Parents are kept in touch with school policy and events through detailed curriculum 
programmes for each class sent to parents at the beginning of each term, regular newsletters and 
informal parent – governor meetings, which take, place twice a term.  We also ask all parents to commit 
to our home/school agreement 

Specific meetings between parents and teachers are held each term. The first meeting gives parents a 
chance to talk to the class teacher, to check that the settling in period has gone smoothly, to discuss 
any queries, which may have arisen, to assess progress with individual targets and to consider ways in 
which they might support and enhance the quality of education provided for their child.  The second 
meeting is in Term 3 and the third in Term 6 to discuss the written report sent to parents in the summer 
term, which outlines academic and social progress during the year, and includes general remarks by the 
class teacher and head teacher, and a summary by pupils on how they feel the year has gone. 

Parental Involvement 
This is crucial to the academic and social development of our pupils.  Success and satisfaction can only 
be fully achieved when everyone works closely together, creating a partnership between home and 
school. 

Friends of Ampney Crucis School 
This is a flourishing organisation, which contributes greatly to the life of the school both in and out of 
term time.  Membership is open to all parents of existing or past pupils of the school, and to residents of 
local villages who wish to help in supporting the school’s activities.  The Association is organised by a 
committee elected at an Annual General Meeting.  The “Friends” arrange a number of functions each 
year, many of which are to raise funds in support of the school.  Regular newsletters to parents help to 
keep them informed of forthcoming events, and most importantly, how their money has been spent. 

Transfer to Secondary Schools 
Parents can apply for a child to be educated at any secondary school of their choice. 

Parents are advised to visit a selection of schools before making their final decision. 

During their last year at Ampney Crucis School every opportunity is taken to ease the children’s transfer. 
This takes the form of visits by staff from the chosen establishment and day visits by pupils to their 
selected schools. 

Health and Welfare 
Children’s health is of the utmost importance, and for that reason, we ask that they should be kept away 
from school if unwell. 

Children on medication should receive it before coming to school.  The staff cannot take responsibility 
for either storing medicines in school during the day, or administering them to children. 
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Asthma 
The class teacher oversees the use of inhalers by younger children diagnosed as asthmatic.  Older 
children should use their inhalers when required and have them readily available at all times. 
 

Medical Examinations 
The School Nurse undertakes periodic and routine medical examinations when children enter school for 
the first time.  There are also regular dental checks.   
 
Accidents 
Basic First Aid is administered at School.  Parents are immediately informed when a serious accident 
occurs.  The course of subsequent action is dependent on the nature of the injury sustained.  The 
School should be kept up to date with any changes in emergency contact telephone numbers.  All 
accidents are recorded in the Accident Book. 
 

Valuables/Payments 
The Governors and the School cannot accept responsibility for money or valuable items brought to the 
School.  Any money for lunches, swimming or outings should be handed to the relevant person prior to 
class registration.

Jewellery 
The wearing of jewellery is discouraged. Only plain stud earrings are acceptable for pierced ears. Nail 
varnish is not considered appropriate for school. 
 

School Policy for Charging and Remission of Charges 
 
The school wishes to provide for all pupils the best possible educational opportunities 
available within the funds allocated by the Education Authority.  In the case of Ampney 
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Crucis School the funds are supplemented from time to time by grants from the Pleydell Charity.  The 
law states that education during school hours is to be free of any compulsory charge to parents.  The 
School warmly endorses that principle and is committed to uphold the legal requirements.  There are, 
however, some valuable educational activities which the School can only undertake with some measure 
of financial support from parents.  It is, therefore, our policy to request voluntary contributions from 
parents for school activities/visits in school hours, which can only take place if there is sufficient 
voluntary funding, whilst ensuring that no child is disadvantaged solely by the inability or unwillingness 
of their parents to contribute.  The school must judge whether or not an activity is a viable proposition 
dependent on sufficient voluntary contributions.  Prior to any outing requiring payment, parents will be 
sent a letter seeking information regarding interest in the visit, and willingness to contribute to the cost. 
 
For visits out of school hours and for board and lodging during residential activities, a charge will be 
made for the full cost or such lesser amount as may be practicable. 
 

Equipment and Materials 
Where parents have given their prior agreement, a charge may, occasionally, be made for materials 
used by children in making some articles and models. 
 

Insurance Cover ­ The County Council’s Responsibilities 
It is sometimes assumed by parents that if an accident occurs at school, the School and County Council 
can be held to be responsible and that financial compensation will, therefore, be made.  It cannot be 
emphasised too strongly that the liability of the County Council is strictly limited to cases where there is 
proven evidence of negligence. 
 
In the vast majority of cases, the circumstances of an accident reveal no evidence at all of negligence on 
the part of the Authority or members of the staff.  Personal accidents away from the school premises, of 
course, have no connection with the Authority, and although there may be recourse to a Third Party, say 
in the case of a road traffic accident, compensation would depend upon proving liability. 
 

General Complaints Policy 
Complaints other than those concerning the curriculum will in the first instance be dealt with informally. 
Parents will be encouraged to approach the class teacher. If the parent remains unsatisfied then the 
Head teacher will deal with the problem except in the circumstance, which involves disciplinary or legal 
action against the Head. In this case the parents will be advised to approach the Chair of Governors with 
the complaint. 
 
Individual Governors approached by parents, members of the public or teachers will refer the complaint 
to the Head or Chair of Governors. 
 
In the event of failure to reach a satisfactory conclusion, the complainant will be offered a copy of the 
school’s complaints procedure. 
 

Curriculum Complaints Procedure 
Under the Education Reform Act 1988, the Local Education Authority has established arrangements to 
consider parents’ complaints about the school’s curriculum and related matters. 
 
A copy of the full procedure is available in the School and the public library maintained 
by the authority.  It covers matters relating to the National Curriculum and includes 
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provision of external examination courses, Religious Education, the operation of the school’s charging 
policies in relation to the curriculum and the provision of information.  The procedure provides for 
complaints to be directed initially to the Head of the School, and for an attempt to be made to resolve 
them informally.  If this fails, there is then a formal appeals procedure available to parents.
